How to handle 1ssues that arise

Do not delete the message
. Don’t show the message to other children

HAVE A CONVERSATION

This week we're aiming to
help everyone at Anson stay
safe online.

Over the years we have worked
hard to ensure that e-safety is a
constant topic of conversation.
We have worked with Childogt,
Professor Tanya Byron (on her
Byron Review about ¢-safety) and
visited 10 Downing Strect to talk
to the Prime Minister about some
of the e-safety issues.

We know that the best way for
children to learn about staying
safe and to keep safe, is through
communication. We talk to the

children in class, in assemblies
and through Frontsr about how to
stay safe online. We make videos
and share them online, some of
which have won awards. So, how
can you help at home?

Well it's really important to chat
with your children on an ongoing
basis about staying safe online. If
you're not sure how to begin this
conversation, there are four arcas
you could cover.

1. The important thing to
remember is that going online is
safe for 99% of children and 99%
of children make the right choices
all the time. The biggest use for
the Internet, amongst children, is
actually to study or the play
games. 1t's a place of fun, so ask
your children to tell you about the
sites they like to visit and what
they enjoy doing online.

2.You can also ask them about
how they stay safe online. What

tips do they have for you and
where did they learn them? Do
they know what is OK and not
OK to share?

3. You could also ask if they know
where to go for help and where to
find the safety advice, privacy
sctings and how to report or
block when they are on web
pages.

If you find that your children

are confident online, and know
how to stay safe, encourage them
to help other children. Perhaps
they can show you how to do
something better online or they
might have a friend who would
benefit from their help and
support.
Remember, the Internct is just
like a library, an arcade, a shop or
a television. Whatever behaviour
youd expect in those places, you
should expect to see online as
well

UNLUCKY 13 - DO YOU'KNOW YOUR LIMITS?

There are a lot of social
networks online. At school w
use social networking to
communicate with parents and
colleagues.

We keep our accounts public, so
anyone can sce it. However, we also
discover that many children have
Facebook, Instagram, You'Tube or
Twitter accounts. A few years ago,
we were able to report children

who were on these sites but under

the age limit. They were
immediately removed from the
sites. Now, schools are advised to
contact parents if we find a child
on a site that requires an age limit
to be a member. So, check the age
limits of sites that your child is
accessing. Are you happy for them
to be communicating through
those sites. Please also be aware, we
may contact you if we find your

child online.
